Write some wonderful words on the character.

Then, try to think how would you feel if someone said that to you?

Part 2

What if someone said unkind things?

Whisper an unkind word to your paper person. How do you think this person feels
now? e.g. upset, sad, hurt angry etc.

Crumple up the paper person, then, un-crumple it and read one of the wonderful
words to make them feel better.

Just like the paper person, unkind words can leave a mark on real people.

Remember: Words are very powerful!

Words are like toothpaste, just as you can’t get the toothpaste back in the tube,
you can’t take back unkind words.
